Tournament Rules and Conditions

Introduction

Racketlon is the sport in which you play your opponent in each of the following four racket sports:  table tennis, squash, badminton & tennis.  A racketlon match contains 4 sets, one in each sport.  The winner will be the best all round racket player.

Set Order

At the Bulgarian Open the sets are played in the following order: table tennis, badminton, tennis and squash. (This deviates from the official order since the facilities for the first three sports are located in one place, whereas the squash courts are at about 5 min. driving distance from the complex)

Scoring

· Each set ends when one of the players reaches 21 points.  Every rally results in a point to the winner of the rally – just like table tennis.  Also, like table tennis, the winner needs to have a margin of at least 2 points to win the set.  A set can therefore end e.g. 22-20 or 25-23, but never 21-20.

· The winner of a Racketlon match is not the one that wins most sets, but the one that scores the most points in total.  This means that it is possible to lose 3 out of the 4 sets and still win the match.

· If any of the players so wishes the match shall be stopped as soon as the winner has enough points for the match to be decided.

· If after 4 sets both players have exactly the same number of points the ‘Gummiarm Tiebreak’ is applied:

- The tennis set is extended with one single point, the winner of which is also the winner of the full match

- Before playing the single point ‘Gummiarm Tiebreak’ the players draw lots, with the winner deciding who will serve.

- There is no second service in the single point ‘Gummiarm Tiebreak’

Serving

· At the beginning of each set lots are drawn.  The winner decides who will start to serve.

· After every 2 (5) points the serve goes to the other player.

· At the first of these 2 (5) serves the server can choose from which side to serve.  After this first serve the server shall switch from side to side every time.

· After 20-20 the serve switches hand at every point until the set is decided.

· In tennis the server has 2 chances – first and second service – just as in normal tennis.

Other Conditions

· If any player so wishes, sides are switched at the time when 11 points are first reached by one of the players.

· Please show respect for the time schedule!  A ‘Walk Over’ will occur after only 5 minutes.  Play should be continuous thereafter.

· Get your match cards at the desk before each game and return it after you have filled in the result.

· Balls etc. are included in the entry fee.

· All competitors are guaranteed at least 2 matches.  International competitors are guaranteed at least 3 matches.

Sport Specific Information

Table Tennis – 3* balls will be used

Badminton – Elite Classes (Men’s & Ladies) will use Feather shuttlecocks; All other classes will use Nylon shuttlecocks, but ‘feather rules’ will apply i.e. if one of the players wishes to use Feather shuttlecocks then they will be used at his/her cost.  If a serve hits an obstacle hanging down from the ceiling it shall be replayed – at all other times the point is lost.

Tennis – ATP Tour approved balls will be used

Squash – 2 yellow dot balls will be used

Information for the hotels, arranged for the championship is enclosed at the end of the invitation. Please consider the closing date for the entries as valid for hotel bookings as well.  

The Committee

Reserves the power to:

· Refuse entries not accompanied by a remittance for the amount of the entry fees

· Refuse any entry without assigning a reason

· Assign a player to a category other than the one entered should maximum category numbers be reached

· Modify the programme as may be necessary, including combining categories

· Alter the conditions in any way it thinks proper
